
TT:   Welcome to the ES/AFES North Terrace staff 
team! Is this your first time on campus?

LH:  I studied Arts (History Honours) at Adelaide Uni 
from 2004 - 2007. In 2008, I moved to UniSA City West 
and studied a Graduate Diploma in Library and Information 
Management. So, if I’m really pedantic… this is still my first 
time on campus, because I’ve never really left!!

MC:  No – but it’s been a while! I was at Adelaide Uni 
from 2000 - 2004 studying a double degree in Mechatronic 
Engineering together with Maths & Comp Sci. Yes – it was 
nerdy; but no, I don’t play with robots at home. 

TT:   How were you involved in ES as a student?

TT:   Why have you decided to do the Ministry 
Apprenticeship Program (MAP)?

LH:  During my time as a student at ES I was challenged 
to consider vocational ministry. Having decided that this is 
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something that I do want to do (and realising that I really 
didn’t want to be a librarian!!) MAP sounded like a great 
opportunity to get a taste of what vocational ministry might 
look like. Hopefully I will come out the other side of it with 
a clearer idea of how God might use me in ministry. 

MC:  Alison and I are looking toward overseas mission as 
an option for our future;  Alison is studying to be a doctor, 
and I have the option of using my engineering skills. 
However, we also recognise the need for involvement in 
‘word ministry’, so my time with ES on MAP will be learning 
about university ministry and hopefully acquiring some skills 
I can use in the future.

TT:   What are some of your fears and hopes about 
being an ES/AFES staffworker?

LH:  #1 Fear… that I’m not up to the job.  #1 Hope… 
that God will use me to lead uni students into a saving 
knowledge of Jesus

MC:  Fears would have to be that I won’t keep up with 
these young students! I would also have to add that some 
of the difficult situations & questions asked by students 
are pretty daunting. I hope to be an encouragement to the 
students, and I look forward to being able to disciple, share 
in experiences and equip students for a lifetime of serving 
God. I also hope that this time will enable me to develop 
good habits with regard to my own faith and maturity as 
a Christian.

TT:   How can we pray for you?

LH:  Please pray that:
• God will sustain my energy and enthusiasm for my work
• I will be a godly example to the students in both my faith 
and life and;
• I do all things for God’s glory alone.

MC:  Please pray that Ally and I can adjust to the changes 
in our time demands this year and next, both with my work 
at ES, and with her shifts in hospitals. Please also pray for 
wisdom in my conversations with students, and that I can 
faithfully and lovingly care for students.

So how’d you do? Find out where you went wrong, 
or why you were right:

Although Christians respond to Jesus’ commandment to be 
baptised, baptism does not (and cannot) make someone a 
Christian. In the same way, merely believing there is a God 
is not the sign of a Christian. Finally, while it is true that 
Christians do desire to follow God’s commands, it is not this 
that makes someone a Christian. A Christian is someone that 
allows Jesus to be the ruler of their life, and follows Him.

2) Right and wrong is determined by:

We live in a world which believes there is no ultimate right 
or wrong, as it is left to each individual to decide. However, 
Christians believe in the authority of the Bible. We believe 
that in it, God shows us how to live - although none of us on 
earth will ever get it right all the time.

Christians don’t go to 
heaven by doing good things (or “works”) such as being 
generous, going to church, or visiting grandma! Christians 
believe that there is nothing that they can do to be 
saved. Christians rely on Jesus taking the punishment for 
wrongdoings, so that we don’t have to be held accountable 
for what we have done. 

Of course, this doesn’t mean everyone gets to heaven 
– if you don’t want Jesus to take the punishment for your 
wrongdoings, he won’t.

“Blue Week” at City East
UniSA’s O-week involves a travelling 
road show, which visits each of the 
4 campuses for only 1 day during 
the week. This year, ESers at City 
East displayed their enthusiasm by 
committing to advertise on campus 
for not just 1 day like all the other 
groups, but for all 5! This meant 
that there was only competition for 

attention on 1 day and we had more opportunities to make 
contact with people on campus. As the name for the week 
suggests, our stand was completely blue, and with our blue 
banners, blue cupcakes, blue surveys and blue T-shirts we 
were pretty hard to miss!

Throughout the week, we talked to many people 
walking past, encouraged people to fill out the survey on 
misconceptions on Christianity and gave out free food which 
was received well considering free food is generally a foreign 
concept at City East. 46 people filled out the survey and 36 
people signed up to ES during blue week. It was exciting to 
almost triple our numbers in sign ups and also to have a few 
men sign up (something we have lacked at City East in the 
past!) The week ended with a celebration at Cocolate where 
it was encouraging to see a few people who we had met 
during blue week as well as many old timers come along and 
enjoy the evening.

This year, we are running ‘prayer triplets’ on campus. Prayer 
triplets involve meeting together for an hour a week to have 
a devotion and then pray for each other. They are a fantastic 
opportunity to get to know other Christians on a personal 
level and for individuals to grow in their faith.

In late breaking news we’ve also decided to start up a City 
East Bible Talk on Wednesdays at 12. It’s great for us to have 
an established presence on campus. Please do pray that many 
would be able to hear God’s word proclaimed in this way.

Most exciting is that a number of those who we met in Blue 
Week who were interested in finding out about Christianity 
have begun meeting with ES students and staff to read the 
bible. Please pray that God would be kind and gracious to 
them and would save them too!
